Option 1
Rare Breeds Centre 

     We’d be delighted for the Ambassadors help within our charity’s nursery, Plants and Produce. Plants and Produce is our vibrant horticultural training project which welcomes around 50 horticultural students all with a learning disability. The students are trained in all aspects of growing and some are working towards City and Guilds qualifications. As well as being a challenging training project the nursery grows thousands of plants for sale which contributes to the running costs of the project. This year we are also pushing ahead with our vegetable growing venture which will supply our charity’s restaurant and tea room as well as being sold in our shop. In July the nursery will be especially busy so a few extra hands are always welcome! Working with our tutors and students, we will undertake a mixture of tasks including harvesting, repotting and general clearing work.  No horticultural experience is necessary but tasks will involve some physical work so would suit people who are happy with this. The site is quite accessible (we have a number of students who are wheelchair users) but can be muddy with some uneven surfaces. They are a very merry bunch at the nursery and, although it will be a busy, we’ll make sure it’s an enjoyable day!

Air Ambulance
