Poulton Wood site– this is on the outskirts of the village of Aldington and is a c30 acre nature reserve.


The outside walls of the classroom need a couple of coats of limewash.  This could be coupled with a timber repair to the outside of the messhut and possibly painting the inside walls of the kitchen.   The lower outer messhut walls are made up of sections approx. 1m square filled with small round timbers sawn to size and secured with a clay daub mix.  One of these sections needs replacing which will be unusual and interesting work for a couple of people.  The kitchen walls are easy painting for a couple of people.  Painting the outside of the classroom requires ladder work so whoever does that will need to be ‘capable’ of getting on a ladder.
