When it was owned and managed by Pfizer, the research park at Sandwich in East Kent was the largest R&D site of any kind in Europe. 
In January 2010, Pfizer took a strategic decision to withdraw its pharmaceutical R&D to the USA.  A Task Force led by Paul Carter was then instrumental in putting in place a programme to support economic growth in the area, using wherever possible the Pfizer legacy of amazing research labs and associated facilities. The site was sold in August 2012 to Discovery Park Limited, a company set up by the owners of Wynyard Park in the North East of England which has been transformed since the departure of Samsung 7 years ago. Their master plan for Discovery Park is to attract companies which can exploit the location's unique features: their target is to create 3,000 jobs within five years.
